4. Collaboration with WHO to ensure crucial 
linkages with Health sector

5. Collaboration with iRAP on the use of big 
data to collect information

6. First African Road Safety Report to be 
published in March 2021

7. Working with GRSP for training of Police in 
data collection

8. General Assembly planned for second half 
of 2021
